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Russian-born concert planist died
in his Carnegie Hall dressing
room last nigt a few minutes
after collapaing on the stage dur-
ing a Grieg concerts,
The pianist, Simon Barere, had
played about five minutes of the
first movement of the concerts
when he toppted off the piano
stool. He was playing with the
Philadelphia Orchestra.
Conductor Eugene Ormandy
leaped to his aid. Barere was
carried to his dressing room.
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
