The government has ordered Car
ter's to knock the word "liver" ou
,of. Carter's Little Liver Pills.

Furthermore, the Federal Trad
Commission said today, Carter'
must stop saying without qualifies
tion that its "pills are what you
need when you're down-and-out
blue, listless, fagged out, downvin
the-dumps, irritable, bilious or sul
len.

The FTC conclusion, as summed
up in -an acompanying statemen
by Commissioner John Carson':

"Carter's Little Liver Pills were
and are, as the findings of fac
show, nothing more than an irri
tative laxative compound."

The company, officially known as
Carter's Products, Inc., — has 60
days in which to comply or appeal
In New York, Carter's lawyer, Wil
liam L. Hannaway, said the com
pany will test the decision in one
of the U. S. Courts of Appeal.

The FTC ruling is the climax to
a study that has been dragging on
for years. The government went
all over the country, rounding up
experts to test Carter's Little Liver
Pills. So also did Carter's.

The result: 47 doctors testified
yes, no or maybe. The hearings,
spread over a considerable period
of time, took 142 days. There were
2,200 exhibits.
