Tokyo Newspaper
Gives Poll Advice

TOKYO, April 23. lfY> A
major Tokyo newspaper threw
out a bit of advice editorially
to voters who are balloting to-
day to pick city officials:

"Care should be taken not
to elect those who are likely
to be spoken ill of behind their
backs in the immediate fu-
ture."
