Hence three tricks must be
won somehow in the dummy.

South begins by, leading the king
of spades from his hand and
ruffing it in dummy. Dummy re-
turns ?a trump, and South wins a
finesse with the queen.

South next leads the six of clubs,
west plays low, dummy wins with
the kings. .This enables dummy to
Jead* another trump, and South
finesses again, but then he leaves
the king of trunips out in order
to keep control of the hand.

Now South cashes the king of
diamonds and continues with the
seven of diamonds, East wins and
returns his last trump (his safest
lead), South winning with the ace.

At this point South produces the
deuce of diamonds and wins the
last diamond, trick with dummy's
six. That enables him to lead a
club from dummy and finesse the
ten from his own hand,

South .therefore makes his con-
tract by winning three tricks 'in
dummy. One, the king of clubs,
is a high-card trick; another, the
spade ruff, is a ruffing trick; and
the third, the diamond, Is a low-
card trick.
