
H NEW PLAN
FOR BIG 4 AGENDA
PARIS, April -27 — <AP) The

West offered revised proposals to
Andrei Gromyko today, but the
big four deputies appeared dead-
locked as tightly as ever in tHeir
effort to arrange a foreign minis-
ters conference.

British. Deputy Ernest Davies In-
troduced a revised draft agenda for
a ministers conference. Acting on
behalf of the United States, Bri-
tain and France, he said it went
a long way toward meeting the
Russian point of view."

"I don't think," said Davies, "that
Mr. Gromyko wants the Soviet gov-
ernment to shoulder responsibility
for failure to have a ministers con-
ference by turning down this agen-
da,"

Categorical Rejection

In a reply that lasted one hour
*nd 60 minutes, Gromyko said the
revised draft was unsatisfactory
and then* lectured Davies on the
question of responsibility for fail-
ure.

"If efforts to have a conference
fail," he said, "the people will judge
who is guilty. Who is responsible
does not depend on Mr. Davies.

"You cannot negotiate with the
Soviet delegation in this fashion.
It is not a suitable way. Now, Mr.
Davies, you can put this suggestion
back in your little red (dispatch)
box."

Western officials who reported
Gromyko's remarks p o i n t e d out
that Gromyko appeared to reject
the revised agenda out of hand.
They said he did not say his ob-
servations were preliminary, indi-
cating he was rejecting them with-
out referring them to Moscow.

No New Proposals
The new draft actually includes

na new proposals, but seeks to
marry some of the Russian pro-
posals with the Western sugges-
tions of what the foieign ministers
should discuss.

The West maintains in the draft
that the ministers should talk
about such things as:

The level of arms in the world.
International control of arms and

armed forces.
Fulifillment of treaty obligations,
Elimination of the present threat

of war and fear of aggreslon.
German and Austrian treaties.
It makes a separate item out of

the Italian peace treaty in the part
concerning Trieste and also agrees
to a Russian suggestion for ex-
amining the peace treaties nvith
Italy, Romania, Bulgaria and Hun-
gary and four power agreements
on Germany and Austria.

At Odds Over West Pact
However — as Grbmyko pointed

out several times—it does not pro-
vide for discussion of the North
Atlantic A l l i a n c e and American
bases abroad.

Gromyko said it also "buries" the
questions of German demilitariza-
tion and big four disarmament.

He said Russia w o u l d never
agree to an agenda that does not
include the Atlantic Alliance and
American bases.

The West, on the other hand,
«ays it will not agree to an agenda
that does include these subjects—
at least in the form that Gromyko
wants them discussed, branding
them as aggressive.

Hoover and Mclheiney said tfae
Justice Department has a line on
14,000 individuals "already denom-
inated as being a threat to internal
security in the event of a national
emergency." Federal agents are
ready to pick them up within a few
hours if necessary.

But Mclnerciey said the Internal
Security Act requires that political
prisoners be kept separate from
criminal convicts.

So the appropriations committee
is considering a proposal to spend
$775,000 to prepare four abandoned
military camps as places of deten-
tion for suspected subversives.

Hoover told the committee that
subversive activities of the commu-
nist party "far exceed in serious-
