Answer to Question No. 1

One small but important re-
search indicates that women do.
Twenty-nine women and 24 men
students rated .themselves and
each other on self-confidence, in-
feriority, selfishness, frienrtli-

I ness, leadership and sense of
I humor. Men and women marie '
! about the same ratings. But six
; weeks later, after becoming bet-
: ter acquainted, the men had not
! improved, but the women had
decidedly improved, and judged
the men more correctly. Wives'
probably know their hnsbands
better than husbands know their
wives.

Answer to Question No. 2
In one surve'y of high school

students, among the complaints
listed were: "Nags about my
clothes, table manners, school
marks;" "Won't let me eat what
I like:" "Cool to my friends she
doesn't like, fusses over those
she does like." The main trouble
was that mothers nagged in-
stead of getting friendly co-op-
eration to help overcome objec-
tions. However, another re-
search showed that over one-
third had no complaints against
their mothers at all.

Answer to Question No. 3

Probably. Psychologist Syl-
via Ackelsberg found that voca-
bulary tests measured with con-
siderable accuracy amount of
mental loss in cases of old age
mental breakdown. However,
Psychologist Charlotte Fox gave
vocabulary tests to normal cer-
sons, age 40 to 49, and age 70 to
79. She reports "no significant
vocabulary differences between
the -two groups." This indicates
you can improve your vocabu-
lary at any time of life.
