ANTIQUE FOUND

Tula re County Still
Has Prohibition Law
VISALIA, May 16. U&. James

Howard, clerk of the Tulare
County Board of Supervisors,
has disclosed that the prohibi-
tion act is still on the books in
the county.

Howard was ordered to weed
out any confusion in the coun-
ty's 453 still, active ordinances.

He also found that an active
ordinance, passed !n 1884,
makes it a misdemeanor to
toss, throw or knock a ball over
any highway or street. The fine
is $20 and the Visalia Cubs of
the California League have
been knocking foul balls across
the highway from their park
for years.
