Samuel Barber in a contemporary
composer whose works have been
almost completely ignored by the
major phonograph companies up
U n t i l 1951. Now, n i l at once, they
are discovering htm — a Tact t h n t
pleases Delos Smith, United Press
reviewer, no end. Mr, Smith, who
supplies -us with our comments on
latest classicnl record*, considers
Barber's "one of the mighty crea-
tive talents of the ape,"

On London Records, Mr, Barber
suddenly becomes represented by
no less than three 10-Inch LP'*», con-
taining- his 'cello concerto, his 2nd
symphony and hi.s "Medea" ballet
HUite. Columbia has Issued his
"Knoxville: Summer of 1915" on a
10-inch JHP. and RCA-Victor recent-
ly put out his, piano sonata, played
by Vladimir Horowitz.

Here are the Delos Smith com-
ments;

Zara Nclsova Soloint
"The London recordings arc all

by the New Symphony with the
composer himself conducting, Zara
Nelsova I A soloist in the 'cello con-'
certo. "Knoxville: summer of 1915,"
a kind qf cantata, is performed by
Eleanor Steber, soprano, and a
chamber orchestra under William
Strickland. Thp "Excursions" are
played by Rudolf Firkusny. All this
singing and playing unfailingly
compliment the music. The com-
poser is fortunate, too, in replen-
•dent recording.

"He is entirely contemporary and
uses a so-called "modern" idiom;
yet his music is in thp commonly
understood language to which he
given nn uncommon individual
meaning. And he has much to say
which he almost always succeeds
in saying with succinct and moving
force.

Stokowski Records Sibelius
"Leopold Stokowski and "His"

Orchestra have recorded Sibelius'
first E minor, symphony (RCA
Victor; 12-inch LP), It ia one of
Victor's best, recording jobs to
datp; also it is n prime example
of why no one can help .being ex-
alted and even awed by this most
uneven of big-time conductors.
Fiom a fami l i a r work, he takes not
one iota of famil iar i ty while en-
dowing it with the glorious strength
and vital clarity it had in the long
ago, the first t imp you heard it. In
this Stokowski phase, he is the
light-giver. It Is the aspect of Sto-
kowski worthy of cherishing.

"RCA Victor's paaaion for "High-
Tights" has. found a new outlet in
excerpts from the British-recorded
perfoimance of Mozart's "Cosi Fan
TutU" by the Glyndftbourne Festi-
val under Fritz Bunch (12-inch
LP), On the basis of the highlights,
it must have been an extremely
able performance. The singers prac-
tically leap off the record to grab
you in their ecstasies of zealous ex-
pression. -

Now Operatic Voic&n
"The, Metropolitan Opera's new

glamor-puss, Victoria de los Ange-
len, hit* the discs with hits of such
diverse heroines as Manor, JDlsa,
Figaro's Countess, and Elisabeth
(RCA Victor; two singles) and 11
Spanish folk songs {RCA Victor;
10-Inch LP). Although more at ease
with Massenet than with Wagner,
but shy of subtlety in the Mozart
she has crystal clarity throughout
an uncramped range and acute
tonal accuracy.

"But she has an aloofness, almost
coldness, which was not a part of
the last Spanish woman, the late
Conchita 'Supftrvia, to make a big
operatic splash. She lacked the
clarity but had ft much richer pal-
lette and projected an enticing, ex-
citing warmth. Her old somewhat
wobbly recording* of Fallf t ' f t "Seven
Popular Spanish SonffH," Granados'
"Tonadillas," and Carmen's prin-
cipal arias, (she was an unforget-
table Carmen), have been dubbed
onto two LPs. It Is a most worthy
project; these recordings deserved
to l ive CDecca).

Another new voice w i t h memor-
able qua l i ty of the late Metro-
politan season was that of Fedora
