A. When water freezes, the
molecules get together in a
regular solid crystalline ar-
rangement. The molecules of
the impurities are too big or
too little to fit into the same
space in the crystal as the
water molecules, so they get
shoved aside. This process is
used to purify many commer-
cial chemicals. It is known as
fractional crystallization.
