Destruction like this is a serious
matter. Children old enough to at-
tend school surely know that such
a use of crayons, sticks or whatnot
on a fence, on a wall, on a walk,
is utterly wrong. Those who do
not,, or who in the excitement of
group play make such a mistake,
must be corrected and the best
way to do that is to allow them
to do what they can to undo the
mischief,

Every springtime there is likely
to bo an epidemic of scribbling on
fences, walls and walks The
school In not alono responsible for
this phenomenon The teachers do
•what they can toward preventing
it by watching to see that crayons,
chalk, marking materials of all
sorts are left in their containers In
the supply closet where they be-
long They talk to the children
and allow them to talk about the
need of respecting property, for do-
ing their share toward keeping the
neighborhood clean and orderly ass
well as beautiful. But school must
have help from home and also

from the civic leaders if these les-
sons are to take hold and stay set.

Usually the scribblers are the
very young- children, so the older
ones should form a committee to
protect property and enlist the lit-
tle Mies as helpers in preserving
the appearance of the neighbor-
hood. The civic leaders might of-
fer some sort of prizo for the best-
cared-for block, maybe a medal for
the best block captain. Some form
of support for the school's effort la
in order Care of property is a
community matter in which all
should share. Children do not un-
derstand the extent of the damage
they do In this way and it takes
time and thought and some expen-
diture of energy to direct their ac-
tivities to more worthy en da,

By HERMAN N.BUNDESEN, M.D,
Most everybody U familiar with

Lbe common canker acre,)those llt-
t!e whiUsh-gray alterations which
occur in the mouth and on the lips
but many people, however, do not
realize that these nuisance-makers
ar«,du* to a virus Infection, This
virus has recently been discovered
and it has also been found that a
targe proportion of adults have a
fairly high resistance to it. This
fact auggests that many of us have
built up an immunity to this tiny
invader through repeated light In-
fections, often too email to cause
symptoms. Other than this natural
proceas, there are no preventive
measures.

Since the ulcers usually clear up
of themselves after a short period
of time, treatment Is directed to-
ward relief of symptoms Astring-
ents are applied to the ulcer and
allowed to dry One of the most
popular Is a tine chloride solution
It is applied to the ulcer with an
applicator. Camphorated phenol,
alum, and silver nitrate sticks have
also been used.

Recurrent Outbreaks
In cases where there are re-

current outbreaks, it has recently
been found that repeated small-
pott vaccinations may prevent
further ulcers from forming This
works because the smallpo^ vac-
cination virus and the virus caus-
ing canker sores, knoVvn as herpes
simplex, are veiy similar.

Usually, individuals paving cank-
er eocea have a lowered resistance
It Is Important that the resistance
be built up in such persons This
may be done, in part, by giving
latga dosee of vitamin B-complex.
If any anemia is present, It should
be corrected. The diet should bo
well balanced, containing plenty of
green vegetables, fresh fruits,
meats, eggs, and cereals. From
four to six glassful a of fluid should
also be taken dally.

The patient who hae repeated
canker eore» should also have a
complete examination made by his
physician to determine whsther
any chronic disease, such as tubar-
culoaia or diabetes, may be lower-
ing his resistance,
