When this happens the
answer Is written in the act This
child feels himself friendless, alone,
too little In comparison with his
companions who are big because of
their family background, a good
father and mother of whom they
talk constantly with pride and af-
fection in their voices.

This child longs to feel big too,
but he lacks the one thing, the
thing all children prize most, a
father and mother and a home that
belongs to him. He realizes he can-
not have that so he does what
seema to him the next best thing,
pieces himself'out with the power
of money.

That being the situation, what
ts one to do? Tell him the truth
About himself, sternly, yet kindly.
Tell him»how much love has been
bestowed upon him (not asking for
gratitude ever), tell him how he
can make himself as important as
the other children by taking pride
in hb home and his people, and
especially In himself. Point out a
way In which he can shine and help
him to get there in good form.

I have known many children like
these but never have I known pun-
ishment to cure them. What we
must roach Is their feeling of de-
privation. Convince them that they
have been compensated for their
bereavement, help thert to find a
place among their fellows, hold on
tp them day and night with faith,
with affection, with wisdom. H is
best always to refrain from point-
ing out how much such a child has
to bo thankful for, because to him
he lacks the one thing needful. He
can be lonely among the crowd
but he can be helped* over his dif-
ficulty by recognizing it for what
it Is—loneliness.

Advice on Your
HEALTH

There are a good many measures

Which the Owise physician can take
to aidjhe seriously ill patient and
to improve his chances for life. One
of these is a simple operation
.known as a tracheotomy, in which
the trachea or tube leading from
the throat to the bronchial tubes
is opened and a metal tube inserted.

This simple procedure can often
be life-saving because, in many ill-
neeses, the patient is too 'sick and
to weak to expel the secretions from
the throat and lungs. Drainage of
the normal secretions does not take
place in these cases and the air*
flow to the lungs is reduced. As
time goes on, the tubes of the lungs
become more and more clogged
with heavy secretions and more
and more air is cut off. Lack of
oxygen may result in a blue color,
damage to the brain and,, finally,
stupor. These hazards are particu-
larly likely where the patient is un-
conscious. Pneumonia is another
complication of such cases.

Sometimes secretions are drawn
out by means of a tube every half
hour or so, but this procedure may
prove dangertfus if the patient's
condition requires its use over a
prolonged period. Tracheotomy gets
around this difficulty. It enables
the severely ill patient to breath
more easily and also allows the
nurse or doctor to remove the se-
cretions without any difficulty by
means of a suction apparatus.

Recently, the trachea was opened
in fourteen gravely ill surgical pat-
ients having severe head injuries,
wounds or burns. This procedure
proved successful in seven instan-
ces in which a fatality might have
taken place. Therefore, for the cri-
tically ill patient, it^is sometimes
advisable to perform a tracheoto-
my.

Asphalt
and wood shingles should give
many years of good service and
slate and asbestos shingles should
out-last you by a good many years.
Wood and asphalt shingles can
usually be Installed right over the
old roofing without the need for
additional support for the roof
f r amework . Slate and asbestos
shingles, on the other hand, are
pretty heavy and In some cases the
old roof framework can't carry
the combined load of the new and
old roofing. Either the old has to
go or additional supports are re-
quired.

The ability of the roofing to pre-
vent the rapid spread of fire is
also important—especially in rural
areas. A highly fire-resistant roof-
ing can save enough, in fire in*
surance premiums to just about
cover the added cost between it
and a less expensive but also less
fire resistant material. Check with
your fire insurance agent on this
score to find which materials will
give you the lowest premium.

Salad— Bread and Butter

(liecipe for Starred Dish Follows)
Double Boiler Harvard Beets

Ingredients: 5 small to medium-
sized beets (1 bunch), 2 tablespoons
sugar, 1 tablespoon flour, 1-8 tea-
spoon salt, 1-4 cup orange juice, 1
1-2 teaspoons temon juice, 1 table-
spoon butter or margarine.

Method: Pare beets and slice very
thin; there should be about 1 1-2
cups. Mix sugar, flour, and salt to-
gether thoroughly in top of double
-boiler. Stir in orange juice and lem-
on juice until smooth. Add butter or
margarine and beets. Cook over
gently boiling water stirring con-
stantly, until sauce thickens. Cover
and cook, stirring occasionally, until
beets are done— about 1 hour. Makes
2 to 3 servings.
