Shakespearean plays always attract large audiences when they

are produced by Wisconsin Players, and the main reason for it was
evident again Thursday night
when they presented "Love's La-
bour's Lost."

The reason is the imaginative di-
rection of Prof. Ronald Mitchell,
who turned one of the playwright's
least-performed comedies, and one
of the weariest to read, into a
sprightly and highly intelligible
show.

The sprightliness was Shake-
speare's, but the intelligibility was
^Mitchell's, for only by judicious
trimming—chiefly the elimination
of now-outdated plays on words—
could this hold so many laughs for
a modern audience.

This was the Bard's first excur-
sion into topical comedy for gentle-
men. Many of his characters were
caricatures of contemporary fig-
ures—as modem then as "Call Me
Madam" is today. His Unes re-
flected the characteristics of those
gentlefolk, and his use of a play-
within-a-play by country bumpkins
reflected a habit of his times, when
the villagers loved to show their
bumbling dramatic wares to visit-
ing courtiers.

"Love's Labour's Lost" has a
simple plot, involving four men
pledged to three years of celibacy
and four women who make them
regret their vows. Complications
are minor.

A wholly competent cast carried
the slim plot rapidly along in its
sparkling- verse, letting the poetry
swing the audience with its rhythm.
There were fine .scenes of satire
on overwritten language, on half-
understood an'd oft-misused verb-
iage, and on the philosophy of
learning only for the sake of learn-
ing.

Peter Campanelli was a hand-
some and sincere king, Kenneth
Abrahamson a cynical and argu-
mentative Berowne, Henry Lee a
lanky but jolly adviser to the prin-
cess of France, and Thomas Nap-
