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NEW YORK. Aug. 3-<AP) The
CIO United Rubber Workers today
won a 12 cents an hoar wage in-
crease for 35,000 U. S. Rubber Co
employes In 19 plants.

The agieement on wages and con-
tract terms was reached just four
hours after midnight, when the old
contract expired.

It broke a elx week deadlock that
ousnt a strike threat a few days

ago. Tho new contract ziust be ap-
proved by rank-and-file union
members

It provides for a union ad op—
where eveiy employe tftust join the
union at a specified time otter ho
joins the company.

Also included In the terms was
triple time tor woik on six hall'
days—New Year's Manorial Day,
July t, Labor Day, ThanJiaglving
and Chrlstmaa.

Neither the union nor the com-
pany would reveal present wage
scales

The agreement calls for an un-
specified part of the 12 cent raise
to take effect at once. The remain-
der Is subject to approval of the
national Wage Stabilisation Board,

he dO-unw also Is negotiating
on wages, with the B. F. Goadrlcft
Rubber Co. for 17,000 workers In
seven plants.

The U. S. Rubber Co. plants cov-
ered by today's agreement are lo-
cated at CJiicopee Falls. Mass.;
Providence, Woonsoeket and Bris-
tol, R. I; Naugatuck, Conn (three
plants); Detroit, Eau Claire, WIe ;
