Power Boost for KNBH
Becomes Effective Today

By TOM E. DANSON

HOLLYWOOD. Thomas B. Me-
Fadden, general manager of the
NBC television station KNBH,
announced several days ago a
power increase for the NBC
(Channel 4) outlet, which be-
comes effective tonight The in-
crease in radiated power boosts
the picture transmission from 15
kilowatts to 25.25 kilowatts, while
sound has been increased from 8
kilowatts to 13.32. Even though
figures do not seem to agree, in
a technical ratio this is equiva-
lent to almost double in power.

Authorization from the Fed-
eral Communications Commission
was received last week after
many months in their processing
files. The FCC television freeze
caused several years' delay in
granting the application which
was filed shortly after KNBH
made its Southern California de-
but.

Greatly improved Tviewing is
expected as a result of the power
increase, affecting r e c e p t i o n
mostly in the outlying areas, or
what is commonly t e r m e d
"fringe" areas. Areas now receiv-
ing excellent reception from this
channel will notice even better
video as_ a marked improvement
in definition will be noted.

"It will not be necessary to add
any new equipment for this
change," said Tom McFadden.

"Only adjustments are neces-
sary to create a wider band of
frequencies," he added, "thus
giving much better picture de-
tail."

The change-over tests were
held late last night and early
this morning, between 2 and 7
a. m., when test patterns were
transmitted and checked. Check-
ers in fringe areas also reported
results of the testing by tele-
phone to John Knight, engineer
in charge of the transmitter, and
Bob Clark, chief engineer for
KNBH.

This increase is very timely
with the new network shows
scheduled to originate from the
NBC outlet this fall, many of
which have been transferred to
the West Coast from New York.
