Aid for Farmers

GENEVA, Switzerland, Sept. 4.
iff) Sweeping land reforms to im-
prove the lot of the world's farm-
ers and lay the basis for a sound
peace was urged by the United
States in a resolution put before
the United Nations Economic and
Social Council last night.

Isador Lubin, head of the U. S.
delegation to the council, declared
land reform "can mean the differ-
ence between explosive tensions
and stability, between apathy and
hope, between serfdom and citi-
zenship."

Lubin recalled Secretary of
State Dean Acheson's appeal to
the General Assembly for land
reform a year ago. At present, he
declared, there were "sound and
pressing reasons" for the consid-
eration of such reforms "embrac-
ing all the social and economic in-
stitutions surrounding farm life."
