lit the air ... landed . . . and
tails won!

"Jezebel," one of today's top
song hits, changed hands. The
number recorded by Frankie Lane
has sold a million records. Nine
other record companies in the
United States have chalked up
record sales as well. How much
is a flip of the coin worth? Well,
"Jezebel's" value can be from
525,000 to $100,000! The partner
who won "Jezebel," by the way,
was Hal Blair, who definitely is
not a gambling man!
