TEL AVIV, Israel — (/P) — The
Labor party newspaper Davar re-
ported Sunday Israel has decided
to end the British-owned potash
concession in the Dead sea and
revive dormant production as a
partly nationalized project.

The British could still parti-
cipate as investors.

Davar said the government
brushed off Communist and other
leftist demands for immediate full
nationalization o£ the firm of Pal-
estine Potash, Ltd., and will of-
fer British shareholders a chance
to be partners with Israel.

The sovcrnment thus appar-
ently souKht to avoid, in this re-
latively small project, the sort
of dispute that arose over Iran s
nationalization law. That has put
the mammoth Anfflo-Iranian OH
Co. virtually out of business in

'Potash has many uses in in-
dustry and as soil fertilizer In
one form,' it is produced from
wood ashes, but here it is yielded
by the low-lying inland salt sea.

The British concession d a t e s
back lo the days when Britain
ruled Palestine under a League
of Nations mandate—before Is-
rael became a nation in 1348.

Davar, which is close to gov-
ernment officials, reported t h e
projected change was decided on
last week at a cabinet meeting
ed by Premier David Ben Gurion

and Foreign Minister Moshe Shar-
Ht.

The cabinet was reported to have
authorized a $2,500,000 Investment
with money to be obtained on a
loan from the U. S. import-ex-
P°Bcn aGurion's followers hoped
to come to terms with the share-
holders in order to speed the re-
sumption of potash export, Davar
said, and go ahead with o t h e r
plans to exploit the chemical
treasures from the sea that lies
1,292 feet below the Mediterran-
ean level.

The Dead sea forms part of the
border between Israel and t n c
Kingdom of Jordan; the countries
are 'still technically at war but
ire under an armistice that ended
the 1948 Arab-Israeli fighting.
