Bishop Beaten,
Demanded

HONG KONG, Dec. 7. UP) Cath-
olic headquarters in Hong Kong
said today Chinese Communists
have beaten an American Cath-
olic bishop and threatened to do
it again unless he pays $6000.

Catholic headquarters said it
received a ransom telegram from
the victim himself — B i s h o p
Adolph Paschang, 59, of Martins-!
burg, Mo. !

The telegram, dated Dec. 1 at i
Kongmoon on the South China I
mainland, read:

"Yesterday I sent you telegram '
asking for Hong Kong dollars!
40,000 ($6000 U. S.). I was cn- j
tertained as a lord of the earth i
(landlord) and if I don't pay up
in seven days I shall be enter-
tained again. I have a nice shiner
and bruises. I feel my age all
over. Such Is life."

The S6000 supposedly is for
rentals collected in the last 10
years, severance pay for the
bishop's former servants, and
taxes on a Catholic seminary.

Catholic policy is to ignore
such demands.
