BOTH musical and engineering skills are involved in "Pipes
and Platters," heard at 10:30 a. m. Mondays and Fridays

over WHA and the state FM network. •
In its simplest terms, the show is a 15-minute period of

r.'i" organ music and recorded selections, presented without
any breaks between numbers.
Don Voegeli, musical director
of the station, is the organist
and Mo Mead is the engineer.

But there'i nothing simple
about building the program.

The most difficult feat is
f inding records which are ex-
actly in time with the studio
organ. While all instruments
are pitched to play "A" at 440
vibrations per second, differ-
e n c e s in recording speeds
cause variances in pitch. (Try
it on your own phonograph;
spin a record at normal speed,
then slow it a bit with your
forefinger and note the change
in pitch).

Out of every eight or nine
records chosen as possibilities
for the program, only four may
be in tune with the organ,
Voegeli says.

After the suitable records are chosen, Voegeli writes the
title, key, timing, and a bit of the melody of each selection. .

I As the program goes on the air, Don (equipped with head-
I phones) sits at the organ and Mend at the controls and turn-

' i tables. Voegeli plays the theme, works it into a suggestion of
I the melody on the first record, then modulates into the key

- io f the opening bars. He signals the-engineer to start the disc,
and the "live" and waxed music blend, with the organ grad-
ually fading out. . .

Occasionally. Voegeli plays along with the record, adding
bits of musical figures. As each nears its end, he moves in
with it, and creates a transition to the next record as the tirst

It's quite a feat, and done so well, that on« cnn scarcely
detect the transitions as they begin and end.
