In the vast cast, there was little left undone in proper
characterization and costuming, and Jonathan Cnrvin had
done a superior job in handling the almost constant movement of
many players in the first act, set in a Parisian cafe. His direction stood
up equally well in the more intimate second act, laid in- the cellar
home of Countess Aurelia, the madwoman of Chaillot,

Helen Laurltzen played the challenfinf title role—a woman
whose mind kept her In the past, a pleasant one In which mankind
favored love over fold, and whose memories and desire for universal
happiness led her to destroy those whole freed would destroy her
kind of world.

To the madwoman and to such persons as a ragpicker and a
sewer-man, Playwright Jean Giraudoux had given most of the lines
of devastating satire in which he made his point—briefly, that. Mam-
mon is a god who wrecks beauty, whether It be natural or man-made
or of the spirit.

Miss Lauritien developed her role, and thus Giraudoux' ideas,
trenchantly. Her fantastic makeup and costuminr seemed to disap-
pear as the play progressed—and this Is a tribute to her acting. One
could wish, however, that her voice would carry better In those mo-
ments when she didn't face her audience.

Nuvit Ozdogru contributed another of his vivid character-draw-
ings as the philosophical ragpicker who, at a trial in the Chaillot base-
ment, was the witness for the.defense of the countess' enemies. Rich
ard Mason did well as the sewer-man.
