Many a «tar-6(r«did, television, stage, and screen
Will tell ypu of tfife invaluable training such com
panles gave them. Most of them spent » week in
each town, giving a different play, every night with
the tame players in fresh j-oles. Versatility was at
a premium, not only because of the variety of roles
but because of the fact that each' actor was required
to do several vaudeville turns between the acts of the
plays.

There was other doubling, too. Some companies
carried bands *nd orchestras, made up partly of
actors (hence the 'term "doubling in brass"—acting
and pitting a horn). Mini performers had other
off-sure job*, such :a* property mainrer, flectri-
clan, atage manager, and *6 on. v

I remember pni »ctpr Who had four lob,* at once.
He was property'man, and. had to round..up in each
town such items as heavy furniture'," which- the show
couldn't carry. He wps a can,dy,'8ale*mjm just before
the curtain went up bq"Act 1 each night. He sang
ballads between the »cta (to/the accompaniment of
the manager, who was also the pianist, and myself,
who was violinist-as-well .av press agent). And he
had a leading part in every .one of the seven plays.

One hundred and thirty year
ago, a woman found some strang
teeth in southern England. Sh
was the wife of a scientist, D
Gidoon Mantell. Takins the teet
to her husband, she asked:

"What kind of animal has tect
like these?"

Mantell studied the teeth, bu
said he never had seen anythinf
like them before. The teeth were
rather small, but they were packed
together in a queer way.

During the months which fol

lowed, those teeth were shown to
other scientists. No one was able
to make even a good guess about
their jorlgin,

In those dan nothing- was known
about dinosaurs. In fact the worr
"dinosaur" never had been used
up to'that date.

Going back to the place where
the toeth had beep found, Mantell
broke up rocks and discovered a
number of bones in them, These
bones were put together as well
as possible, but the skeleton look'
ed different from that of any
known animal,

• » • * • * •
Because the teeth reminded hte

of the teeth of a reptile known as
an iguana, Mantell gave the name
of "Iguanodon (pronounced ih-
GWAN-oh-don) to the animal.
Years afterward, miners in a Bel-

gian cpal mine uncovered 17 oth-
er skeletons of the same type.

Skeletons of much the same kind
later were found in North Amer-
ica. These were given different
names. "Trachodori1' (pronounced
TRACK -or-don) is one name ap-
plied to them.

The first bones of the Trachodon
found on this continent were plck-
e dup at Haddonfleld. N. J,, across
the river from Philadelphia. Since
then, most of the skeletons of this
type have been discovered in west-
ern parts of North America,

Trachodons and Iguano d o n s

\yere members of the dinosaur
"amily. They had beak-like mouths,
coking something like the beaks
if the birds called spoonbills, but
lozen* of times as large as the
)cak of any bird.

Each jaw of those dlnasaufs had
mndrtdi of small teeth. A single
nlm»l mieht have from 1,000 to
,000 teeth! The teeth were email
nd close together. They were flt-
ed for (jrlndlni food, end for this
eason it is fltured that the ani-

mals lived by eating plants.
It is probable that both the

guandons and the Trachodons
/ere able to swim. On land they
'allied on two legs, keeping their
alance with the help of their thick
ils. They were far from being

among the largest dinosaurs, but
some were heavier thin elephants
