night.
"During the current campaign,

Wisconsin has already endured
isitations from President Truman,

Secretary of Agriculture Brannan,

America's leading weekly news
magazine, Vision,

Vision devoted its educational
section to praise of the Wisconsin
system of bringing Spanish instruc-

"Residents of the rich lands o£
central United States have fre-
quently been termed "Isolationists'
—accused of lacking Interest In for-
eign languaes and countries,"
magazine reported.
