two rounds of trumps in dummy
with the king and queen. Before
drawing the last trump, however,
Joseph led the ace of diamonds
from the dummy.

This is the standard safety play.
The finesse for the queen can be
postponed until the second round.
A top diamond is cashed first in
order to capture a possible single-
ton queen in the East hand.

Declarer next led a third round
of trumps to his ace, thus drawing
the last trump and arriving in his
hand to continue the play of the
diamonds. It was vital, however,
to lead the correct card from the
South hand.

Many of the player* who held
the South cards led a low diamond
to finesse dummy's ten. The
finesse succeeded, but West was
then bound to set a diamond trick,
since he held queen-nine over
South'* jack.

The correct play, as Bill Joseph
demonstrated, was to lead the jack
of diamonds. West had to cover
with the queen of diamonds, since
otherwise the jack would be al-
lowed to hold the trick.

Dun>.:riy won with the king of
diamonds, and East's failure to fol-
low suit revealed that- West still
held the nine and five.

Now declarer could re-eater his
hand with the ace of clubs in order
to lead the elrht of diamonds
through West for • successful
finesse against the nine of dia-
monds. Thus South could avoid
the loss of a diamond trick and
could make his contract with two
overtrlcka.

In tournament play the over-
tricks were, of course, just as im-
portant as the making of the con-
tract.
