Don' Soule played the
John Worthing, around whose
assumed name and1 romantic
troubles the familiar plot re-
volves, and Charles Mark was
the devastatingly clever Alger-
non, into whose mouth Wilde put
most of his deathless epigrams.

Helen Lauritzen -was the prim
tutor who had caused all the
trouble in the first plac«, and
Joseph Hawes played the literal-
minded, scholarly, and immacu-
late Canon Chasuble. Don Phelps
and Irving Cummings completed
the cast as menservants, the for-
mer an unusually voluble one.

Except in rare instances, the
players sold Wilde's lines for all
their comedy values—little tar-
nished in the almost 60 years of
their life. Thank goodness, there

was no attempt at modernizing
them. One wonders, however,
why the central figure's age was
upped from 29 to 35.

Aside from that small worry,
I like the show more every mo-
ment I think about it.
