SCRATCHES IN WOOD FLOORS

Just about the time you get a
hardwood floor rafinished, some-
thing comes along and leaves
a big scratch right fn the most con-
apicuous spot. Now when this hap-
pens, you don’'t have to refinish the
floor all over again. All you have
to do ix apply a little first aid treat-
ment to the acratch,

It the scratch is only in the finish
—not in the wood itselt—you can
often get rld of it by rubdbing it
out with steel wool and a little
turpentine, Dampen the steel wool
in the turpentine and then rub over
the scratch in the direction of the
wood grain. If the finish on the
floor is shellac, you can often take
out the scratch by wiping over it
with a cloth dampened in denatured
alcohol.

Many scratches go right through
the finish and into the wood itself.
These are more complicated to re-
move. What you must do first is
to remove the finiah from around
the wood, This can bé done with
medium sandpAper. Sand in the di-
rection of the wood grain. Next you
have to fill the scratch in the wood
and this is done with a wood filler.
Sclect a filler that comes close to
m:tching the color of the wood,
Many wood fillers can bé tinted
with stain to match various shades
of wood. Use a brush to work the
filler into the scratch and when the
filler is dry, sand it down so tha:
it's level with the wood around |t
and has a nice smooth surface.

Now the finish must be pltched
’

and this is done with saveral thin
coats of shellac or varnish. Apply
4 coAt, let it dry, apply a second
and so forth until you have built
nu the surface level with the orig-
inal inish, Use shellac on shellacked
floors and varnish on varnished
floors. If you are in doubts as to
what has deen used on your floor,
try wiping an inconspicuous area
with a little denatured alcohol. If
the alcohol softens the finish, the
finish is ghellac. Varnish won't be
softened by the alcohol.
