Fees lor hunting, lishin? and
guides licenses in Maine will rise
next year, most of them by 25 per
cent.

Fish and Game Commr. Roland
H. Cobh said the increase' should
produce additional revenue of
about $300,000 a year.1 Much of this
will be used for salary increase
and retirement expenses already
in effect.
