PARIS April 10—(AP) There is 2
strong pussﬂnht}' the Roviet Union
swill offer te pull its troops com-
pletely out of Austria, thus remorr-
ing the ast obstacle to an Ausirian
independence treaty,

It would be a sivong move which
could embarrass the United States
and exert strong influenca on those
Germans who still hope negotia-
tions one day will lead 1o the re-
urification of Germany.,

The meaning of iwin announce-
ments in Moscow Saturdasy—one
dealing with the Ausiria treaty and
the other with abrogation of friend-
ship ireaties with France and
Britain — was clear,

Revision Policy

It was 2 revislon once again to
the Soviet carrotand-stick tech-
nique in Moscow's desperate battle
sgainst the rearmament of Test-
ern Germany, If the technigue {3
to have any success at ail, the
carrot phase of it must be spectac-
ular.

The Mogcow announcements Tep-
resent the opening gun of & Rew
all-out Soviet offensive whick has
overtones of desperztion,

o three. years, if nothing is
done to Lalt the process, there will
be a potent army in being in
Western (Germany whose presence,
combined with the power of the
Unijted States and a unity of de-
termination in Western Europe,
could immobdbilize fhe communist
movement even in the orient.

If world communism, headed by
the Soviet Union, contemplates ex-
panding ageinst lines ol Jeast ro-
gistance in the orlent Western
Europe hecomes iis military rear.
The growih of Allied power there
makes that rear all too vulnerable
should the communist movement,
unabie to brake itself. plunge wil-
1y nilly across the line between
peace and war,

Reasons Apparent

Soviet ressoning on the Austria
question has been apparent io ob-
gervers in Ceniral Furope far some
time now, and there has been an
expectation of & spectacular move,
particularly among Western mili-
tary observers.

The Soviet Unlon can withdraw
from Austria at little cost to it-
seif militarily. It dees not with-
draw far. The old excuse about
Soviet lines of ¢communication Te-
guiring the” presence of Russian
trogps i Austriz no longer holds
any water, The Hoviet Unlon will
have troops in Hungary and Czech-
oslovakia under the new military
arrangements of the Eastern bloc,
undertaken as 8 counter-measure
to the Western defensive system.

But such 2 move at this point
can be annoying to the West. The’
value of Austria to the Soviet union
in the event of war does xnoi lle
so much in the presence of Saviet
troops in the Rastern gzone. The
Russians already control the plain
beyond that. The value weuld lie in
danying the high ground in ths
West to the troops of the Western
alliance. That position guards in-
vasion rouies to Italy and Western
Europe.

Guarantees Sought

Thus, if Soviet Foreign Minister
V. M, Molotov can extract from the
Austrianzg ironclad guaranteeg that
they will not become membera of
any Western alliance aimed at the
Soviet union—and that by Soviet
reckoning means any Western alii-
ance at ali—the Soviet union can
agree to withdraw its {roops from
Austria and removse the last barrier
to an independence irealy. .The
West would be ob}iged to go along
with this.

It is not the mdependence of Aus-
tria which is at stske in this of-
fensive so much a5 the future of the
West German army, Such-a spectac-
ular Soviet move would most sure-
Iy resurrect the hopes of German
vationalism for g unified Germany
to such a degree that agitation
against conscription for the Ger-
man ariny could be expected to be
intense. This would be coupled with
& twin Soviet drive to lure the Ger-
mans by meang of trade relation-
ships. All this is the carrol phase
of the new offensive.

Stick Phase

The stick phase lies in the annul-
ment of the Iriendship treaties
with Britain and France. The Sovi-
et union was obliged to do this to
carry out Molotov's threats made
before raiification of the Parla
agreementg Oon German rearma-
ment.

The aim of this is to crate the
Impression in {he West lhat the
danger of war is in¢reasing because
of the militarization of Germany,
Soviet talk wili continue harsh in
thia respect for some {ime to come,

But the Soviet approach can be
expected {0 change suddenly again
jn the not ton distant f{uture, Tt
¢an he expected to turn once again
to soft words of peace and coexist-
ence, when once it is demonstrated
to Western Eurepe—and particulsr-
i¥ Western Germany-—thdt there is
hope of concrete results from nego-
tiations with the Sovief union.

The USSR is not going to give up
But there is
nothing to prevent Moscow from
falking about it and from hinting
sbout it. Such taik and hints aie
bound to have & powerful political
effect in both Germany and Frence,
and frrm the Soviet point of view
might be valuable In impeding the
progress of an integrated Western
system of defenses.

The town’s water supply ran nut
gbout 4:30 pm—2 32 hours after
the blaze began in an area behind
a barn a block west of fhe busi-
ness district. Firefighters drew on
water then from nearby ponds and
from two 5.000-gajlon {railers

rought In from Goochlind county
40 miles away. -

An hour after the blaze had died
down, soldiers from mnearby Camp
A. P. Hill patrolled the streets to
prevent leoting and to help the
town's inhabltants clean up the
rubble,
