The premiere of a new dramatic cantata. "December,"
composed by Henry Brant especially for radio, will be broadcast
by WKYC tomorrow nipht from 10 to 10:45 o'clock. Embody-
ing principal expressive resources offered by the broadcasting
medium, the cantata combines Ringing and cpeaking voices, with
wind instruments and percussion in a poignant theme which
explores the original significance of Christmas and its relation
to a world obessed with destruction. Composed last fall, the
cantata is one of the American entries in the 1955 international
radio competition of the Prix d'ltalia.
