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Eisenhower Says United GOP
Can Hold White House 'Forever'

.'WASHINGTON, July M-<AP>
Preiid«nt Elwnhower. ssid today
the Republican* would rtUIn con-
trol of th» national adminlitratlon
-foraver" If thty would unite be-
.hlnd the principle! h* advocates.

The Prealdant. addreulnc a P re-
adjournment braakfait rally of Ke-
publican aenaton and representn*
tiv«i, gave no hint of w^ethfr ht
plani to run for reelection next
year, but iome of hii backers ap-
peared encouraged by hl» remarki.

Reporter! were not admitted to
the Statler hotel room where the
breakfait wai aerved, but Mr.
Elaenhower'a p r e 1 1 aecretary,
Jam** C. Hagerty. ffave them a
nummary of hii talk afterward.

Hat erty laid the President made
no direct reference to next year's
prejldential campaign "even In pas-
sing." There wai a choru* of *'We
want Ike" when the Preildent en-
tered the room, and many of the
GOP lawmaker* wore big red,
white and blue *7ke in 1956" but-
tons*

AU but 11 of the 249 GOP senat-
ors and representatives were pres-
ent. along with members of the cab-
inet and White House staff. Repub-
lican National Chairman Leonard
JV. Hall arranged the gathering
and was host*
. Mr. Elsenhower urged the legis-
lators to carry a positive message
back to their constituents when
Congress adjourns. He suggested
t h e y stress renewed hopes for
world peace and these three part*
of his domestic program which ap-
parently will not get through Con-
gress this session: highways, schools
and health.

Hagerty quoted Mr. Eisenhower
as saying that from the day he be-
gan to weaken in his concept that
a soldier has no business in politics
his primary aim has been to do all
he could to unify the Republican
party behind principles that the
people would accept. in trust and
confidence.

If this is done, the President said
h« believed the Republican party
would "stay here forever," because
the GOP then would be able to se-
lect candidate's with one purpose—
the best interests of the United
States. '

Hagerty said that by "May here
forever** the? President meant the
GOP could keep control of the na*
ticnal administration indefinitely,

Mr. Elsenhower defined as a true
Republican one wh6 best represents
the principles for which the party
stands, and who does not seek elec-
tion just because he Is a Republi-
can.

Referlng to last, week's Big Four
meeting in Geneva, Mr, Eisenhower

salcTN had r*»d sonu suggestion*
thtt th* American people may hav«
been led to expect too much too
soon from the meeting, and that %
Ul-Uown would work against the
Republicans.
