He held 50
per cent, of the stock in the project
The rest vras divided among: 2,800
other stockholders.

Stralla>. former operator of gam
hling- ships off the Southern Cali-
fornia' coast, obtained the license
from th? Nevada Tax commission
by leasing casino risrhts to eight
other men for six million dollars a
year.

Durine Prohibition davs Stralla
reportedly made a mill'on dollars
ss a rum runner before he was 30.
He Tvas convicted and sentenced in
1929'to two years in McNeil Island.
"VVash., penitentiary.

In the late 1930s and 1940s he ac-
quired notoriety as the operator of
the* framing vessels "Rex"' and
"Lux," which" plied their trade off
Santa Monica and Ix>ng Beach. A'
one time the "Rex" was the flag-
ship of n. fleet of Tour barges oper-
ated by Stralla.

"The Admiral of the Kolling
Bones", as he was once dubbed, cn-
praged in a series of legal skirmish-
es with then State Attorney Gener-
al Earl Warren, now cnief justice
of the United States. . Eventually
Stralla was put out of business on
the Coast.

In 1948 be narrowly escaped
death from an assassin's bullet.' He
v.-as shot at his Beverly Hills, Calif.,
home by one of two mobsters. No
convictions were ever obtained.

When state and federal agents
seized the "Lux" it reportedlv was
doing a net .business of $179,000 in
one two-week period.

After the California clampdown.
Stralla turned to legitimate , ship-
pwnihgr, operating the Seven Seas
Trading company and the • Santa
Maria Steamship corporation.

Stralla was divorced from actress
Barbara Land in 1947.

He was born in the Piedmonte re-
gion of northern Italy'and'same to
San Francisco with his parents as a
child in 1904.

'PASADENA, Calif., Jiily 3i (AP)'

—rThe first section of. the biggest
map of the universe—perhaps the
astronomical bible ''for the next
century—has been compiled by the
National* Geographic society and

ialifornia Institute of Technology.
Millions of new stars,, galaxies

and systems of galaxies are shown
in the first 200 photo sky charts
prepared by Palomar observatory
over the past seven years.

Many of the space **C£ions photo-
graphed in, detail by Palomar's 48-
inch big Schmidt telescope have
never been seen before by astron-
omers.

The joint Geographic-Caltech
survey has mapped three-Quarters
of the' sky out to an unprecedented
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depth in space of 600 million light
years. One light year ia about six
million million miles.

The total Atlas, when finished
in 1956; will comprise -1,758 photo-
maps. -Price per copy— which Cal-
Tech says will cover only printing
costs—is about $2,000. Nearly 100
have been ordered by leading ob-
servatories and schools throughout
the world.

Dr., Lee Lubridge, president or
CalTech, predicts the Atlas will
be "an -astronomical bible for iOO
years," Already the Palomar sur-
vey lias revealed about a thousand
new star clusters. The skies have
been carefully photographed for
all objects down to a brightness
only one millionth' that of the
faintest star the naked eye can
see on a dary moonless night.

The undertaking is "a mapping
milestone" expected to yield "ines-
timable advances in nstronomical
knowledge/' in the opinion of Dr.
John Oliver IA Gorcc, president of
National Geographic society, which
has underwritten the project.

Work with other telescopes, cuch
as Palomar's 200-inch Hale, will
use the survey as A guide. This is
the primary purpose of the ntlas.
