REMOVING OIL PAINT FROM
WALLS AND CEILINGS

Peeling and alliterating paint is
never ranch fun to ha.\e around but
when it occurs on a ceiling, it'« real
gnm. Beat solution is to «tnp off
all the old paint and then start off
witli a fresh smooth surface.

About the best way ta remove
paint from « surface like a ceiling
or wall is with a paste type paint re-
moier. This type remover has suffi-
cient tK>dj «o that it can be brushed
over the eurfa.ce and will etay put
and not run off. Tbe paeie -remover
is applied with a brush and you
want a rather heavy coat. Allow jt
to act on the paint until tne paint
becomes soft and then use a broad
blade putty knife or scraper to re-
move the softened paint. If there
are several coats of paint on the
ceiling or wall, two or maybe even
three coats of the remover will be
necessary- to get them soft. In any
event, let the remover work until
the paint is soft. If you try to scrape
off sem;-«oft paint you may damage]
the plaxter -with jour scraper or
putty kaife not to mention making
more work for jOtirself,

Before you atart irorking- indoors
with a pa«te remover you want to!
be aure that the floor, woodwork >
and aurfacea that are to be left as
ia are protected BO that the remover,
won't get on them and apoil the'
finish. Covgr electric outlets with
masking tape. After you've foi the j
paint off the surface with the re-'
mover, giie it a light (tanding if;
