But as I sat in the car that Fri-
day evening, the economic aspects
of the accident came crashing Into
my mind. For it was then that I
realized how heavily "I" was finan-
cially involved in it—even though it
had happened miles away from me.

And "I" in this instance am
"you"—and every American.

The traffic accident toll has
now reached monstrous total*.
Last year a ion*, there were
nearly 1U,UUU,OUU traff ic acci-
dents tn our land! Every 25 *ec-
ondt somebody was injured;
over 36.000 people were killed,
over 1,250,000 were disabled
beyond the day of the accident;
excluding death from natural
causes, these accidents were
the greatest single killer of
farm people.

Every one of these accidents
raised your cost of living and mine
—and that holds, even though you
may never have dented a fender.

For a.3 a result of the massive
number of accidents, you and I are
paying much higher rates for our
automobile insurance than other-

"wise would be necessary. Insurance
companies are paying more than
$1 billion a year just to settle
auto claims—and this is adding $15
a year to our insurance premiums.

As a result of our dreadful
accident record, the cost of
nearly everything we need and
want to buy to live is increas-
ed. In 1954, the production time
lost by workers injured or kill-
ed off the job—principally tn
auto accidents—hit the fantas-
tic leveJ of 55,000,000 man-days!
"T his loss m ttme raised the
cost of the goods and services
turned out by these workers—
and the costs were passed on
to you and me in the prices
charged us for those goods and
services.
