Just
so he does not be chilled and doo*
not stay out too long." Well and
good.

Bunny
blows his nose with power, enjoy*
ing the p r o c e s s , Butch'.s mother
watching- from the window calls
him in and says sharply, "Bunny,
you go right inside and tell your
mother you have a cold and should
not be playing with other children
until-you are better. Else the whole
neighborhood will get it."

Bunny goes in,, crying loudly.
"The idea. After what tbe doctor
said. That's a friend for you/' says
his mother, and 'she picks up the
telephone. "Why did ( you send
Bunny in when the- doctor said he
could go out to play?" she asks
th<* other boy's, mother.

"Why, Mabel. I'm" surprised at
you. Surely you don't want all the
children on the block down with
pneumonia/1 Another friendship
gone on the wire.

Why not be resonable about these
colds? Fresh air, simple food, hours
in the sunshine, ordinary health
care as to elimination, rest and
play are preventives of colds in
children* Anyway, accenting any
such upset in a child, making it
important to him, is less than help-
ful. Hosts of people have colds,
hosts of children have them and
still manage to' go about their
daily occasions and forget all about
them. When colds are serious, the
patient will not be among others.

Remember the story of the Pla-
jrue on his way out of stricken
London? Death met him coming
away and said, "You sent me many
a prize this time/'

"No/1 said the Plague. ''I killed
only a few. Fear killed all'the rest/'

Fear can create havoc. Faith ran
create power. Faith in good health
supported by sound health routines
ran prevent many colds in child-
ren and their elders, and help to
cure them too. Be strong and of
good courage.

Cooking's Fun!

In school we were all taught
; snow is the result of condensation j
' of water vapor In the sky and that j

ice is 'something t h a t happens |
when water jyebs too cold. What j
they didn't tell us at school was
what to do about snow and ice
when it gets all over your house
and walks.

First we'll start by saying that
only the young and strong Should
shovel snow. This job is very hard
on people who aren't used to stren-
uous exercise, so if you are a wee
bit past your prime and not used,
to heavy work, get someone or
something else to do the job for
you or1 take it very easy. Snow is
easier to remove the minute it has
fallen than after it h a s had a
chance to sit around and pack
down. Ice or drives and walks can
be melted with ro<;k salt or cal-
cium chloride. A garden hose con*
nected to a hot water faucet is fine
for flushing snow snd ice off walks
but don't do it if the temperature
is below freezing1 for you'll just
end up with more ice. If you rub
paraffin or wax on the blade' of
your shovel you'll find that snow
is likely to stick to it. If you can't
get ice off walks and drives, scat-
ter sand over things so that at
least it isn't slippery.

Snow and ice falling off the roof
can damage plants around the
foundations. Ice guards on the roof
•will help to break up these de-
posits or you can put up a frame
around the plants and cover it with
chicken wire -so that they will be
protected from heavy loads drop-
ping on them. If you find heavy col-
lections of snow and ice forming
along the eaves of the roof, a heat-
ing- cable can be strung along the
eave to melt the stuff before it
backs up and starts the roof to
leaking.

Ingredients: 3-4 cup sifted flour,
1-2 teaspoon double-acting baking
baking powder, 1-2 teaspoon salt, 2
large eggs, 1 cup firmly-packed dark
brown sugar, 1 cup finely cut soft
table-ready dried figs, 1-2 cup
coarsley broken walnuts.

Method: Sift together the flour,
baking powder and salt. Beat eggs
until thick and ivory colored; grad-
ually beat in brown sugar until
blended. Beat in sifted dry ingred-
ients jxust until blended. Mix figs
and walnuts j stir into batter! mak-
ing sure pieces of fig are well dis-
tributed. Turn into greased pan (8
by 8 by 2 inches). Bakt; in alow
(325 degrees) oven 30 to 35 minutes
until cake tester inserted in center
comes out clean. Allow to stand
in pan set on cake rack about 20
minutes. Cut into 9 to 12 bars;
remove bars from pan with spatula.
Serve with a tart l*emott Sauce. Or
cut into 24 to 32 small bars and
serve- as cookies. Store in tightly
covered container.
