NEW YORK, N. Y.-«J.R>—Marked
superiority at bat gives the Yankees
a wide edge over the Giants in. com-
paring the world scries outfields. De-
fensively the Giants might be given
a generous standoff.'

The figures make the Giants' out-
field look hopeless on pap=r. The
Yanks' trio of Myrll Hoag, Joe Di-
MagglO and George Slkirk- has a
combined average of .26 compared
to a mark of ,288 for Joe Moore, Lou
CSozza and Jimmy Ripple. In manu-
facturing runs the Giants look even
worse from the dope. The Yanks
patrolmen have driven in. 270 runs
against 150 for the Giants. Of course.
It must be taken Into consideration
that Chiozza, a failure at third
base, is a happier player in the out-
field and consequently a more dan-
gerous hitter."

DIMaRRio Best of Year
DiMaggio Is one of the main cogs

in the Yanks' machine. He is un-
animously rr^Led as the greatest out-
fielder of the year—a dangerous
long distance clouter and a superb
fly chs^er. His batting average is
.345, topping all world series play-
ers except his teammate, Lou
Gehrig, He's hit 46 homers and
driven-In 158 runs.

Planking'DIMaggio will be Hoag,
who was out of last ycar'j series
convalescing from a trepanning op-
eration on his head, in left and Sel-
kirk, who's been laid up half this
season with a bum shoulder, Hoag
Is batting .303 and Selkirk .331.

An interesting point in connection
with the Yanks' patrolmen Is that
Jake Powell, hero oi last year's
world scries with a batting average
of ,455 and 10 runs scored, Isn't
likely to appear as a regular in this
year's clash. That gives an idea of
the strength of the Yankee out-
field.

Rlpptc Leads with .318
The Glanus' outfield Is likely to

play above its season's average. Joe
Moore is the only Giant outfielder
who's played throughout the year
at his position. Jimmy Ripple didn't
replace Mel Oil In right field until
August when Oil moved lo third
ba.ic, Chloz/.a, fleetest man on the
Giants, is now con.'tldcrcd the regu-
lar center fielder although he will
be benched in favor of the right-
handed hitting Hank Lelber when
Lefty Gomes; pitches. Wally Sergei-
Is also available for outfield duty.

Moore is hitting .313, Chiow.a .235
and Ripple, 318, the laltcr leading
the Giants In balling, Lelber, bal-
ling .2715, Is considered the longest
hll'tcr among the Giants but he's
had a bad year nflor a IOIIR Kleue in
the hospllal nflrr he wnc.; bcancd by
Dob Feller In Ihc spring.
