Pure Home Talent Loop
Opens with 35 Entries

Complete and final organization

for the ' 1938 • campaign; which
opens in exactly nine: days, was
made by .Pure Home Talent base-
ball league officials during the past
two days and today 35 teams, six
from Madison^and 29 from villages
and towns in the Madison trading
area,' are set "for the banner season
of tl>e league's 10-year history.

now held by Waunakee.

Several major changes and new
setups were made in the league at
two meetings this week. Meeting
in the Madison recreation depart-
ment rooms and The State Journal
office Tuesday night, league offi-
cials laid down plans for the Madi-
son section as well as drafting new
schedules for the rural divisions.
Conrad A. Lewis, president; Jacob
W. Starry, vice-president; and Sel-
mar C. Skaar, secretary-treasurer,
were the league officers present
for the meetings.

Six in Madison Section
Six teams were given franchises

in the newly formed Madison sec-
tion Tuesday night but the sched-
ule for the season had to be held
up because of the possible en-
trance of a seventh Capitol City
nine. The'seventh team cancelled
its franchise application Wednes-
day night, leaving six teams in the
Madison division, namely Perm
Electric Shop, Simon Pures, Bow-
man Dairy, Wrend Builders, Camp
Madison, and the Gardner Baking
company teams. In reality the
Gardner Baking company entry
will be the former Syene team.

Three diamonds were authorized
by Harry C, Thompson of the re-
creation department and James G.
Marshall, city forester, on which
the Madison teams can play their
games. Intramural, Franklin, and
Burr Jones fields were named the
diamond sites available in addition
to a diamond at Camp Madison
and-possibly Breese Stevens Field.
In several instances twin-bills
were scheduled for the teams.

League officials were forced.to
draft new schedules for each of
the four rural divisions as a result
of Brooklyn's entrance into the
league and the kick-backs on the
divisions of teams made last week.

Via these new schedules the
Northern and Southern division
teams will each play 1 ^ games, the
Eastern teams will play 12-games,
and the Western clubs will play
only 10 games each. The teams in
tile new Madison section will each
play 15 games; that is, they will
meet each other three times.

The 35 teams given franchises
for play this. season constitute a
record enrollment for the league.
Last season 30 teams' held fran-
chises although only 29 actually
played; Verona failed to play a
game but retained membership.
Brooklyn played Verona's games
last season as a non-league team
and consequently was given a
franchise this year without hesita-
tion by the league officers.
