Less than 40 per cent of the
families in the lowest income
class ($250-$499) studied by the
bureau, spent money for doctors'
fees during the year; fewer than
12 per cent spent money for
dentists' services, and none of
these families incurred any ex-
pense at all for an. oculist. How-
ever, 67 per cent bought some
medicine, paying an average of
$6 a year for it, the figures show.

Of the total of 3,118 families
studied in the seven small cities,
including Beaver Dam, 467 had
incomes between $1,000 and $1,-
250, the statistics show. This in-
come group averaged spending $47
during the year for medical care,
apportioned as follows: Physicians,
$14; dentists, 56; oculist, $1; med-
icine and drugs, 6; hospitaliza-
tion, $5; health and accident in-
surance premiums 56; and all otli-
er items including other specialists,
clinic visits, nursing service, etc.,

Families receiving between $250

and $500 spent an average of $28
a year—a little more than $2 a
month. While those with incomes
of 55,000 to 510,000 reported ex-
penditures averaging $184—a little
more than $15 a month.

"Since it is likely that families t
with low incomes need even more j
medical care than those that are
well-to-do, these figures seem to
indicate inadequate health meas-
ures," Dr. Louise Stanley, chief
of the bureau of home economics,
remarks.

"They support the contention of
many social workers and others,
that society should help provide
adequate medical care for those
who cannot pay the cost."

POPE PIOS XI

CASTEL GANDOLFO —
(INS)—Hundreds of congrat-
ulatory telegrams flowed in
on Pope Pius today as the pon-
tiff celebrated his 81st birth-
day anniversary, becoming the
seventeenth of history's 261
popes to live beyond 80.
The pope's close associates said
he was generally in better
health than a year ago al-
though he suffers increasing-
ly from asthma and insomnia.

The pontiff spent most of
the morning receiving his us-
ual official callers and reading
many of the messages sent to
him.

Pope Pius was born Achille
Ratti at Milan on May 31,
1857.

The German ambassador to
the Holy See was one of the
many diplomats sending con-
gratulations to the pope.
Premier Mussolini sent his
tribute in 'the form of a squad-
ron of nine military planes
which flew in formation over
the papal villa.

Appearing briefly on the
balcony of his home, the pon-
tiff said:

"This is a beautiful day.
