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Hold That Tlrer

Casting artificial lures for the
wily bass is a most exacting art.
When properly done, it will pro-
duce good results-^if tha fish are
good and conditions right.

Old-timers, profiting by decades
a-stream, have learned certain
casting lessons. Chief among their
watchwords are these:

When the day is bright and the
water light, dark lures seem to
work best. When the water or day
is cloudy, try the brighter colors.

Keep your reel spool four-fifths
full of line. The reel must work
faster than necessary if the line is
short and the spool diameter small.

If the lure is too light to bring
out proper action of th« rod, fas-
ten a bit of lead with adhesive tape
near the tjp. This gives the effect
of a heavier lure.

Double or single hooks, con-
nected with points up, are better
than the triple-gangs on most
commercial baits. If you think the
hooks are not deeply set by the
original strike, jerk the rod to set
them tight.

Never try to make a long cast
when you first arrive at lake or
stream. It simply isn't possible,
because the line is wedged on the
spool. Nor is the long cast advis-
able just after a fish has been
played. To do so is to flirt with a
nasty backlash.

Finally, good lines merit good
care. Dry them after each day's
fishing. Protect your fly lines with
the best dressing. Treat all your
tackle right, and you'll have more
fish and more fun!

CHICAGO—(U.R)—Hank Green-
berg's home run bat is hot again
and Babe Ruth's record of 60 hom-
ers in one season—on» of the
greatest marks on the books—to-
day is once more in jeopardy.

Greenberg hit three circuit
clouts Friday in a doubleheader
against the St. Louis Browns to
raise his season's total to 41.

Only a few days ago, when Hank
was in Chicago with the Tigers, he
was disconsolate over his home
run slump and had about given up
on his chances of breaking Ruth's
record. He smashed 15 homers
during July and at one time was
18 days ahead of the Babe's 1927
record schedule. But he went into
a slump and until he banged out a
trio of round trip wallops Friday
he had connected for only one
homer this month.

"I can't explain my slump,"
Greenberg said at that time.
"When I try to pull the ball to the
left I don't get a good piece of it.
Most of my power seems to pre-
vail when I hit to center and right
and that handicaps my chances of
breaking Ruth's home run record.
I guess I'll just have to be content
with singles."

Greenberg is a right-handed hit-
ter with long arms. He has tre-
mendous wrist power. Ther« has
been considerable discussion about
whether he guesses with the pitch-
er. Once the experts credited Del
Baker, now Detroit manager who
is adept at stealing signals, with
much of Greenberg's success by
flashing him what pitches were
coming. Greenberg laughs at these
assertions and points out that some
of the greatest days he ever had at
bat were when Baker was absent
from the team because of illness.

Greenberg drove in eight runs
with his three homers. He hit his
first with three men on in the
third, his second with the bases
empty. In the ninth and his third
with two men on in the first
inning of the nightcap. The Tigers
won both games from the Browns,
8-7 and 7-4.

In gptting his 41 homers Green-
berg has used up only 109 games.
Ruth took 120 games to get his
41st in 1927. Hank has 49 games
in which to hit the 20 necessary
to smash the Bambino's mark.
