WASHINGTON —(U.R)— Asso-
ciate Supreme Court Justice Hugo
L. Black today inferentially as-
sailed his colleagues on the bench
for invading the rights of slate
legislators in a dissent opinion.

Black, whose vigorous and often
lone dissents marked his first
year on the high tribunal, assert-
ed today that his colleagues erred
in a case involving a Florida law
requiring the word "Florida" to be
embossed on all containers of
Florida citrus products.

The court, earlier, agreed to re- |
view a ne^v phase of the congres- j
sional resolution invalidating gold !
clauses in private obligations. |

Black's dissent asserted his asso- ;
ciates were in error in instructing j

l a U.S. district court in Florida !
! to hear oral arguments attacking !
j validity of the labeling laws. The
I majority ruled that a-three-judgs

southern Florida federal district
court was in error in dismissing
the attack, filed by a group of cit-
rus products packers.

Black said the bill had been in-
troduced in both houses of the
Florida legislature simultaneously,
carfully considered by a special
joint legislative committee for six
weeks, and approved by a vote of
24 to 1 in the senate and 70 to 0
in the house.

"The cause is remanded for the
court below to determine whether
the legislative requirement that
cans and labels be t ruthful ly
marked is arbitrary, unreasonable,
capricious, unjust or harsh," Black
said.
