B"ENTON, Wis.—A shrine that
brings to Bcnton as many visitors
from Iowa as from Wisconsin is
the grave of the Italian priest-
architect, the Rev. Samuel Mazzu-
clielli, in the Catholic cemetery
here.

The cemetery is beside the
church at Benton, one of a num-
ber of churches the Dominican
father built in southwestern Wis-
consin.

The name of Samuel Mazzu-
chelli, to wh'om the state of Iowa
is indebted for the famed struc-
tural beauty of its old capital at
Iowa City, is f ami l i a r to tens of
thousands of lowans, for the old
rapitol stands on the campus of
the state university.

Before drawing up the plans for
Iowa's first capitol. Father Maz-
zuchelli built Old Zion church at
Bur l ing ton . la., al the time Bur-
lington was the scat of govern-
ment in 1837 and 1838 of Wis-
consin Territory.

Of the churches the priest
bu i l t in Wisconsin several are
stil l in use but have been remod-
eled, as has the church at Bc-nton.
At nearby New Diggings, how-
ever, the little f rame church built
on the hill 103 years ago by Father
Mnzzuchclli still stands in its
original beauty. St. Gabriel's
church at Prair ie du Chien, huilt
by the Dominican priest in 1836,
is also the or ig inal building, ex-
cept for the faci-ide.

Ffi ther Mazzuchol l i spent much
of Ill's t ime in his la ter years in
Ihe lend m i n i n g dis t r ic t of south-
western Wisconsin, serving as
priest both at New Diggings and
Benton. He died at Benton Feb.
23. 1861, at the age of. 53.

The stone over the priest's
grave in the Beiiton cemetery
carved on the marble pedestal
"Mazzucholli," s t i l l in plain let-
ters, although the monument was
erected nearly three quarters of
