Freisinger Tops
Early Olympic
Skating Trials

OCONOMOWOC, Wis.—(U.R)—
Leo Freisinger, Chicago, veteran
Olympic speed skater, today.led
the pack of 40 of the nation's best
ice speedsters after winning the
first heat of the 500 meter event
in the trials for the 1940 U. S.
Olympic team.

Freisinger, ; hampered by a
wind and occasional flurries of
snow, sped over the 500 meter
distance in 44.3 seconds.

Two more heats in the event
will be skated today, completing
the event.

Close behind Freisinger was Del
Lamb, Milwaukee, a team mate
of the 1936 Olympic team. Lamb,
who won the 500 meter event at
Minneapolis in the trials, four
years ago, turned in a time of
44 .B.

In third place with 44.7 was
George Wallace, lanky San Fran-
cisco skater who established liim-
sel:f as a definite threat. Bobby
Sherman, Chicago, was fourth with
45.4, and Allen Potts, Brooklyn,
N. Y., another member of the
1936 Olympic team, was fifth with
45.5.

Two Kenosha skaters placed
well up near the top. Jerry Gut-
tormsen, with the time of 46.5,
was in 13th place, and Harley
Herbrechtsmeier was in 17th
place with 47.2.

Who's Who Among
Wisconsin Birds

EASTERN
NIGHTHAWK.

The Eastern Nighthawk is
the common Nighthawk of
Wisconsin. It rests during the
day, often roosting length-
wise on a limb or fense rail
where its blending colors
make it seem part of the
wood.

It is a gray and black bird
with long wings that in
flight show a conspicuous
white bar.

The Nighthawk attracts
most attention because of its
habit of suddenly plunging
toward the earth like an air-
plane in a nosedive. Wind
rushing through its s t i ff wing
feathers makes a booming
noise. Just before it reaches
the earth it takes a sharp
upturn.

The Nighthawk is a little
bird-, but it has an unusually
large stomach, that it fills
daily with an enormous quan-
tity of bugs. It flies mostly at
night but can often be seen
in the daytime when it is dark
and cloudy.

Bird experts contend there
are fewer Nighthawks in this
section of the country than
formerly and are at a loss to
explain why. The bird never
bothers to build a nest and
lays its eggs on the bare
ground in open places such as
fields, pastures, prairie knolls,
flat rocks, gravel roofs, etc.

Like many other birds the
Nighthawk makes believe that
it is injured when it is dis-
turbed while nesting. It hopes
that it can coax the intruder
to chase it and be led away
from the nest.

The Nighthawk, like the
majority of Wisconsin birds,
seeks a warmer climate to
spend the winter. It goes as
far south as Argentina.
