NEW YOHK —(U.R)—A 31-year-
old Geirgia woman died Monday1

after an all-night drinking party
with, two men during which she
fell while performing a "jitter-
bug-strip tease" dance.

Authorities became suspicious
when one oC the boy friends car-
ried Mary Riley into Reconstruc-
tion hospital suffering from a se-
vere skull wound. After an au-
topsy, however, it was disclosed
the woman, died of natural causes
described by hospital attaches as
a "spontaneous sub - erechnoid
hemorrhage" at the base of the
skull.

Miss Riley had been out with
Hugh Hillard, 32, formerly of At-
lanta, and Buddy Kelly, 20, his
brother-in-law. During question-
ing by police, they said Miss Riley
struck her head forcefully against
a bookcase In Hillard's apartment
on Riverside drive.

Hillard took Miss Riley, clad
only in bath robe and slippers
to the hospital and left there be-
fore she died. He explained he
left because he wanted to go home
for more clothes. He had on
trousers and shoes. Police later
found him at his apartment which
they traced through a taxicab
driver who drove there. ,
