Judge Tells
Value of
Family Court

Hundreds of marriages have
been saved, and quarreling cou-
ples have been shown how to live
together and like it through the
Milwaukee family, court, Judge
William Shaughnessy, Milwaukee,
told the Wisconsin .Crime Control
conference Friday in. the ^Memor-
ial Union. • •• •

"Four years, ago the legislature
set up a new type of court de-
signed to deal with domestic dif-
ficulties in a new kind of way,"
he explained. "The court was de-
signed to prevent divorce."

The record of the court now is,
he painted out, such that 40 per
cent of the cases brought for di-
vorce are settled without divorce.
Five years ago, the judge said, the
percentage was only seven.
. Divorce produces much emo-
tional disturbance in the lives, of
the children of the divorced fam-
ily, Shaughnessy explained. Ch'il-!
dren suffer lower school marks
and arc confused, vyith life vvhen1

their parents separate, he added.
Explaining the department,

which works in conjunction with
the family court, Shaughnessy
said it handles domestic problems
before divorce.

"Out of 922 cases recently," he
continued, "only 100 have result-
ed in divorce actions filed. We do
not use a sentimental approach,
but go after the problem as a sur-
geon approaches s malignant dis-
ease.

"Economic .strains are the most
.important," he said. "We help
h.v offering advice on burtjreLinr,
For. example, and how to pav
bills."

E. G. Doudna, secretary nf the
board of normal regents, told the
conference that since the rural
areas have half of the slate's pop-
ulation, yet contribute only a
fourth of the delinquent children,
it seems that the rural schools
may be "a blame sight better than
city schools."

C. D. Lehman, superintendent
of the state public school, Sparta,
said, "As long- as parents accept
the physical responsibility of par-
enthood without the mental and
moral capabilities, we will have
this delinquency problem."

Robert H. Jamison, president of
the Cleveland Crime commission,
speaking at the Friday night meet-
ing, declared, "The future of our
democracy is secure when the cit-
ies can solve their problems of
law and order through duly con-
stituted public agencies in their
sphere of regular duty."
