Swims Through Oily Water

Sailor Tells Story
of Ship Torpedoing

DUBLIN, Ireland — (U.R) — A
young British sailor, who leaped
from th» battleship Royal Oak
when it was torpedoed by a U--
boat, told the Jivst vivid story
today of how 800 officers and men
died in the oily waters of. 'the
Scapa Flow naval b«ie.

The nailor, who swam two
miles to shore, said:

ONE: He had seen German U--
boats voluntarily surrendering to
the British because their oil was
exhausted and they could not :r«-
turn to their bases,

TWO: The British battie cruiiier,
which the Germans claimed to
have topedoed at the same time
the Hoyal Oak was sunk, was :not
even in the Scapa Flow at the
time.

THREE: The German claims
that the British airplane carrier
Ark Royal had been sunk or dam-
aged were "a joke" because he
had since seen her in good con-
dition.

Men died quickly and without
much chance of wcape when the
Royal Oak was sunk with about
1,200 aboard, th« young: sailor
said. Some of them couldn't
swim even when they were able
to escape the explosions and jump
into the water, he related. But
there was a note of grim humor
even then as sailors shouted to
each other that it was a good time
to learn to swim.

"Wt were sleepinr in bunks

when awakened, by a loud explo-
sion In our part of the ship. We
thought Jt wan only something
wrong with the ship at first.

"But soon we realized the dan-
ger. There cam* a second ex-
plosion.

"Some oC my mates had gone
back to sleep after being partly
awakened by the first •xploiion
but, without being prompted by
much more than cariosity, I had
gone on deck. '

"I found thing* about as usual
so far as I could see. I went back

The
Repulse was not there and the
other warship that was there
escaped any damage.

"The German claJm that the
Ark Royal was, sunk is a bit; joke
In the navy. I have seen the Ark
Koyal since that report was cir-
culated by the Germans.

"I also have seen German U-
boats coming in at Scapa Flow on
two occasions with white flags
flying in surrender because they
had no oil left to take them
home."
