Wisconsin Birds

RED CROSSBILL

•-The Red Crossbill-as-found-
in Wisconsin has the mand-
ibles of its beak crossed
which adapts the bird ;to ex-
tract seeds from evergreen
cones.

It is a permanent 'resi-
dent in the evergreen for-
ests of the northern part of

, the state where it. neSts. It
may ' wander southward in
the fall, winter and spring
and occasionally -appears • in
the . summer, .months far-
south of its breeding range.

Its nesting range takes in
the , coniferous forests from
central A l a s k a , , northern
Mackenzie and! central Que-

, bee southAo northern Minne-
sota, northern Wisconsin and
northern Michigan. In win-
ter it wanders irregularly
southward to; northern Texas,
Louisiana and Florida.

The adult male is dull red
with brownish wings and

tail. T h e female is olive
green, yellow on the rump.
The second-year male is simi-
lar to the female but more
or less spotted with red. The
general color of the young is
rusty.

Seeds of spruces, pines and
.other 'coniferous trees form

almost the entire winter diet
of this bird. In summer
over 8R per cent of. the food
still is the seeds' of conifers.
It adds caterpillars.-plant lice,
larvae of weevils, beetles and
ants, to -its :.summer. diet..

The Crossbill builds a nest
of twigs, bark, rootlets. and
moss, .lined with fine rootlets,
moss and feathers. The nest
usually is found,in .an ever-
green tree, five to SO feet up,
out on- a horizontals branch. •',
