UNCLE RAY'S CORNER
TEST PILOTS GO THROUGH

NARROW ESCAPES
In times of peace, as: well as

war, test pilots are needed. They
must take new airplanes into the
air to find out whether there is
anything wrong with them. It is
dangerous work, and the man who
does it must have a clear head
and steady nerves.

When a lest pilot goes -up, he
knows that he is taking his life
in his hands. A parachute is
strapped to him, but he never can
be sure that he will make his leap
in time if something goes wrong.

Sometimes, but not usually, an
assistant is taken along. In one
such case the assistant was placed
in the passenger cabin. While the
trip was going on, the cable which
controlled the rudder broke in
two.

There was a strong wind, and
the rudder was needed badly. The

pilot shouted to the assistant to
open one of the doors to make
the plane turn slightly. Then he
gave orders ti open the other door
a little. By opening or closing
one door or the other several
times, the assistant performed the
work of the rudder and a safe
landing was made.

An R. A. F. test pilot, Lieut.
S. L, Pope, took a plane up for
an altitude test above Norfolk,
England. By mistake his oxygen
tube had been connected with the
reserve oxygen tank instead of
the regular, and much larger,
tank.

When he was high in the air,
the oxygen supply ran out, and
Pope fainted because he could not
breathe properly. Down, down
went his plane, reaching a speed
of perhaps five miles a minute.

Suddenly Pope "came to," and
realized he was plunging to earth.

; Quickly he worked the machine
! out ol the dive, and reached the
| ground wit1 no worse mishap
than a headache and an earache.

Another British pilot, Capt.
H. S. Broad, ran into trouble
while testing a Comet monoplane,
He wanted to learn how much

I difference in speed was brought
' about by folding the landing
wheels under the machine. He
made several tests at different
speeds, and the'n was ready to
land.

As he was coming down, he
was not sure whether the landing
wheels were folded or not, and
he had no way of looking down
to see.

"Maybe the crowd below will
tell me," he thought. Sure enough,
the crowd watching the test set
up shouts ol warning. They had
seen that the landing wheels were
folded. Two or three motorists

quickly took spare wheels from
their cars, and held them in the

j air. That was the answer to
I Broad's question. He moved a
! lever, and put the wheels down
I before landing.
