NEW YORK —(U.R)— Promoter

Cables were sent Friday night
to London asking if six suggested
British pugilists would be granted
furloughs for a team trip to the
United States. It is believed that
the furloughs can be obtained be-
cause the proposal of the "war
matches" originated in England.

Jacobs said he was eager to pro-
mote these bouts in New York,
Los Angeles, Detroit, Boston, Phil-
adelphia, and Chicago. He was
confident they would draw big
tions to the British Red Cross and
gates and make robust contribu-
tions to the British Red Cross and
Canteen funds.

A group of prominent British
sportsmen originated the idea.

The British team would include
Tommy Farr, who gave Louis a
hard 15-round fight back in 1937,
and five current British Cham-
pions; Len Harvey, heavyweight;
J a c k McAvpy, middleweight;
Ernie Roderick, Welterweight;
Eric Boon, Lightweight, and Jackie
Patterson, flyweight.

In addition to the Louis-Farr
match, another heavyweight en-
counter would pair Harvey and
either Lou Nova or Maxie Baer.
McAvoy could tangle with either
of our middleweight champions,
Ken Overlin and Tony Zale. Rod-
erick could engage Welter Champ
Fritzie Zivic; Boon square off
against the lightweight king, Lew
Jenkins, and the world flyweight
title dispute could be settled by
Patterson of Scotland meeting Lit-
tle Dado.

American fighters could keep
their 'purses, while the British
boys would donate their shares to
the British funds.
