PITTSBURGH, Feb. 26—(UP)
— A ^eteran of World War II to-
day offered his blood to save the
life of an unborn child.

The -veteran, H. J. Stringer, 27,
volunteered to submit to a trans-
fusion of the rare type O-RH neg-
ative blood for a Caesarian oper-
ation which -will be performed
next Wednesday on Mrs. William
G. Colebourn, 29, of Georgetown,
Ohio.

Stringer volunteered to become
a donor after reading an appeal
for the rare type blood in a local
newspaper. He is married, the
father of one son and was given
a medical discharge after serv-
ing two years with the Atlantic
anti-submarine patrol.
