CHICAGO, Mar. 21 — ( V P ) ~ -
Behind bars In three of the na-
t ion federal prisons some 200 men
an- Kambl ing their lives to aid the
A l l i e s on the batt lcfronts.

They are the "human test tubes"
for medical research against
malar ia , one of the most dreaded
enemies f ight ing against the Al-
lied, as well as Japanese, armies
in the Pacific. China and Burma.

They have volunteered to be bit-
ten by the disease-carrying Amo-
pheles mosquito so they can be
innocula ted w i t h p reven ta t ivo
druirs. s t i l l under the experimental
stauv of medical s taffs .

Results of the experiments wil l
remain a secret as vi ta l as any
mil i tary informat ion the Japanese
would l ike? to obtain.
