"In view of the fact that the
daily newspaper industry is not
governed by OPA ceiling prices
'and has increased Its revenue thru
increased advertising rates and in-
creased prices of'papers, and be-
cause the printing trades unions
have severely suffered thru ^VLB
restriction on wages, the Interna-
tional Allied Printing Trades-assn,
composed of the five international
printing trades unions, hereby ur-
gently requests the WLB to im-
mediately rule that the daily news-
paper industry shall not further
be governed by WLB wage regu-
lations."

Senote Favors
Banning Bingo

COLUMBUS, May IT—(UP)—
The senate judiciary committee to-
day had recommended for passage
a second time the -much-debated
Shurtz bill to outlaw bingo and
other games of chance in Ohio.
