Hutchinson Asks
Aid for Russia

Wants Replacement
of Truman Doctrine
Replacement of the Truman

doctrine with a doctrine of co-
operation and aid to Russia was
advocated Friday night by Dr.
Paul Hutchinson, managing edi-
tor of the Christian Century, in
a speech to members of the Mad-
ison Protestant churches in the
First Congregational church.

"I know that one who advo-
cates a policy of this sort will be
called naive, soft-boiled, and an
appeaser," Dr. Hutchinson said,
"and I know that it involves tak-
ing a chance. Any policy these
days involves taking a chance."

Take • Chance
"The Truman policy involves

taking a chance and I think it
is a very poor chance," he added.
"I prefer the other kind of ap-
proach because I feel that it
comes nearest to applying the
principles of Christian wisdom
and I think it will .work, lor I
believe Christianity holds the
key to man's problems.

"Of one thing at least I am
sure," he continues, "it is time
for us in America to stop being
so light-hearted about the nature
of the war that is being pre-
pared. Nothing less than the ex-
tinction of man is at stake. There-
tore I say it is now or never for
taking a chance on the spirit of
Jesus Christ in our international
relations."
